7. OPEN PUBLIC SESSION 
Speeding on the B660 & Keysoe Row West – Concern was raised about this. PCllr Richardson explained speed checks had recently been carried out, but more could be requested. The police are also keen to hear about repeat offenders, and if members of the public provided them with registration numbers they would be happy to target those individuals. They also have speed guns that members of the public can be trained to use. The Clerk would raise a concern about the lack of police report tonight. PC Smith had sent his apologies but was hoping to send a report which unfortunately had not arrived. (after the meeting it was found that the report had arrived and it would be published in the Village Voice)

Grit Routes – It was asked if Keysoe Row West could be added to the grit route as it is used by the school bus. PCllr Bates had asked for Church Rd to be added many times but this has never been successful. BCllr Clifton suggested people write to Stewart Briggs and the Mayor, but it is very difficult to get any new roads added to the list. PCllr Bryans would also request it but added lack of grit has been a big issue.

Gateways – It was asked what was the purpose of the new gateways. PCllr Bryans explained they are a traffic calming feature, and are installed at the points where the speed limit changes. 

Redundant Notice board – it was requested that the old BCC Notice board on the B660 Junction with Church Rd be removed. PCllr Bryans would contact Highways.


PCllr Bates thanked all the guest speakers, and PCllr Whitmore thanked the 
Clerk on behalf of the Parish Council for her hard work.
