10.    REPORT FROM MEETING WITH MR SIMON BATES FROM THE COLLEGE EQUESTRIAN CENTRE: Cllrs. Burge and Worth attended a site meeting at the Equestrian Centre.  Cllr. Burge reported that Simon Bates had taken some remedial action by using a new speaker system and not using a hired in tannoy system to try to reduce noise spillage.  The Equestrian Centre is being considered for use during the 2012 Olympics.  Due to adding extra controls into the contract of Ponies UK, they have decided to use a different venue for next year.
 11.    ROYAL BRITISH LEGION ˆ THE LAYING OF THE PARISH COUNCIL WREATH ON REMEMBRANCE SUNDAY AND ALSO THE DONATION TO THE ROYAL BRITISH LEGION:  Cllr.
